Newsletter September 2007 

Welcome to the first edition of the Brecon Beacons National Park 
LDP update newsletter.  This will keep you informed about the latest 
work on the LDP and will let you know when and how to get involved in  

What is the Local Development Plan (LDP)? 
The current development plan for the National Park area is the                             
Unitary Development Plan (UDP).  This plan was approved in 
March 2007 by the Authority for Development Control purposes.  It 
is now a principle material consideration in the determination of all 
planning applications within the Park. 
 

The Authority is now required to start work on preparing the next  Development 
Plan which will be a “Local Development Plan”.   
 
Local Development Plans are intended to be more concise documents in a shorter 
time-span, whilst also increasing the opportunities for public consultation.  The final 
LDP will include a set of development policies and will take approximately 4 years to 
produce.  The LDP will eventually supersede the UDP as the development plan for the 
National Park.  It will cover a rolling 15 year period, with regular monitoring reviews.   

Project Management Timetable 
The Plan Timetable is set out in the Authority’s Delivery Agreement,  
which acts as the NPA’s contract with the Welsh Assembly Government 
in relation to timescales and community involvement.

The Delivery Agreement was subject to stakeholder 
and public consultation between 19 August and 22 September 2006. 

Sustainability Appraisal (SA) / Strategic Environmental 
Assessment (SEA) & Habitats Regulations Assessment 
(HRA) 
In order to achieve the aim of achieving sustainable development, the 
BBNP LDP will be subjected to a Sustainability Appraisal (SA), Strategic 
Environmental Assessment (SEA) and Habitats Regulations Assessment 

(HRA).  These procedures will aim to integrate social, environmental and economic   
elements of sustainable development into the LDP.  The results of the SA, SEA and HRA 
will provide a transparency to the process by providing information about the           
implications of choices made.

What is the Next Stage?  

November 2007:   
Stakeholder Workshops 

To help establish initial ideas on the strategic issues facing the 
National Park.   
 
These will contribute to the establishment of a collective Vision 
for the Plan and associated Strategic Objectives.  Plan         
objectives emanating from the Stakeholder Workshops will be 
assessed against a Sustainability Assessment Framework.  

Community Engagement:  We will be engaging the           
communities of the National Park to help build consensus on the 
strategic direction of the LDP.   This will involve finalising the vision 
and objectives of the Plan whilst also identifying a number of      
strategic spatial options for achieving them.   
 

Key Stakeholders, Authority members and National Park Staff will also 
be invited to identify strategic options.  At this stage, key stakeholders, will be  
invited to participate in identifying these strategic options.  Key stakeholders are 
bodies and organisations who are our key partners in managing the national park.  
For example, CCW, Environment Agency etc. 
  

December 2007 to November 2008  
Community Meetings and Production of the ‘Preferred Strategy’ 

Once the strategic direction of the Plan has been agreed, a ‘Preferred Strategy’ 
proposals document will be published and consulted on for 6 weeks.  This will 
set out the LDP Vision and objectives, the strategic spatial options considered and 
the chosen Spatial Strategy (including any major sites on which the preferred 
strategy depends).  Again the implications of the strategic options will be evalu-
ated using the Sustainability Assessment Framework.  At this stage representations 

may be made against the ‘Preferred Strategy’.   
Representations may include suggested modifications which:  
• meet the LDP’s objectives;  
• are compatible with the vision; and  
• are compatible with the SA Framework. 
 

Publication of Preferred Strategy 
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Draft Scoping Report– SA/ SEA & HRA 

Meanwhile, the first stage of the SA/ SEA and HRA is to produce a draft Scoping 
Report.  This will identify key sustainability issues, objectives, indicators and tar-
gets, that will be known as the SA Framework (that will be used to assess policies/     
proposals).  It is envisaged that a draft will be available early in 2008.   



The LDP will identify land to address the National Park’s development needs, including 

proposals for housing, employment, retailing and community facilities.   

The Authority is hereby inviting anyone to submit sites that they wish to     

be considered for development  

Whilst there is no guarantee that sites suggested at this stage will be taken forward into 
the LDP, Candidate Site submissions allow the Authority to ascertain the availability of 
land for development during the Plan period.  All candidate sites will be considered on 

their own merits and will be assessed against set criteria.   

Meanwhile it is worth noting that small sites (of approximately 0.3 hectares) will not be 
considered as part of the candidate site process, but rather as part of the Authority’s 

review of settlement boundaries.  However, these sites may be put forward at this stage. 

All candidate sites received by the Authority will be included on a site register that will 
be available for inspection at the National Park HQ in Brecon, and updated monthly on 

the Authority’s website. 

If you would like to nominate a site for consideration for inclusion in the LDP, please 

submit  

• a completed Candidate Site form (opposite) and  
• an ordnance survey based map, of minimum scale 1:2500, outlining the land for 

consideration in RED.
