Regional Setting

The Brecon Beacons National Park as an administrative area covers parts of 9 of Wales’ 22 Unitary Authorities.

The National Park Authority is the planning authority for the National Park area, while the constituent Unitary Authorities retain responsibility for all other local government services within their areas of the Park.
The NPA therefore works in close partnership with these authorities, who all (except those with no population) appoint members to serve on the Authority.
